Characteristics of 48™ Avenue SW between SW Graham St & SW Brandon St:

Minor Arterial in the middle of a single family residential neighborhood
Designated Bike Route (SDOT bike map)

Metro Bus Route (routes 37 and 50) with bus stops at Graham, Raymond, Juneau
Middle and High School Bus stops at Metro bus stops

One formal cross walk at SW Graham Street intersection

Direct vehicular connection between West Seattle Junction to Lowman Beach and
Lincoln Park

Key corridor for walking and running pedestrians, bike riders, and dog walkers to
Lowman Beach and Lincoln Park

Site distance problem - east bound SW Graham Street at 48"

Legally blind resident in 6000 block of 48" Ave SW, takes bus to and from work daily
104 Single family residential lots on this stretch of roadway.

218 single family residential lots for one block on either side of this corridor
Approximately 320 households in general vicinity

Safety Concerns for 48" Avenue SW between SW Graham St & SW Brandon St:

Vehicle speeds typically exceed maximum

There are no deterrents for vehicles to slow between Beach Drive and the curve at
Erskine.

Hills increase speeds on flat approaches

Increased traffic volume as drivers avoid California Ave SW

Site distance problem leads to near collisions

No one slows at the cross walk

Requested Mitigation: 48™ Avenue SW between SW Graham St & SW Brandon St:

Posted speed limit

Lower the speed limit

Speed reader with blinking light

Bulb extensions needed at Raymond and Juneau

Speed bumps like those at Beach Drive

More potholes

Graham is most important but has had recent accessible curb cuts installed
